Course Overview

This course is intended for students who enjoy designing and constructing useful wood products. Instruction stresses the development of knowledge and skills needed for product design and production, recognizing appropriate safety and workmanship standards, and the application of knowledge regarding woodworking tools, materials, and process. This class emphasizes teamwork, career awareness, decision-making, and time management skills.

Course Objectives
Upon completing this course the students will be able to:

1) Be able to measure with a ruler or other measuring device in standard scale.

2) Engage effectively with others in critical discussions on ideas and practices

relevant to woodworking.

3) Develop an understanding of the attributes of design and develop the ability to

apply the design process.

4) Demonstrate and practice woodshop safety by properly operating power tools.

5) Identify different classifications and principles of wood.

Content Covered

In this class students will learn about the following areas:

-Careers in the Woodworking Industry

-Woodworking: Styles and Techniques

-Safety: Eye, Hand, and General Rules to Follow

-Wood: Growth, Milling, Types, Species, and Characteristics

-Hand Tools: Identify, Proper/Correct Use, and Applications

-Power Tools: Identify, Proper/Correct Use, and Applications

-Stationary Machines: Identify, Proper/Correct Use, and Applications

-Design: Draw Plans, Read Plans

-Finishing: Processes and Techniques

Supplies Needed

Pencil-Daily
Safety Glasses -Available to use in class or purchase for $2.00.  Students may also supply their own provided they are ANSI Z87.1 certified.

Lock-Not required, must be a combination and combination shared with instructor

Project Fees

Students may purchase projects to take home for a small fee.  It is NOT a requirement of the class that the student pay however they can only keep what they create if it has been paid for.  A project “menu” will be forthcoming.

Class Administration
Description: This course will include a combination of assigned readings, lectures, in class activities, and homework assignments.

Attendance: Students are expected to be present for every class period. It is the student’s responsibility to acquire notes from another classmate (or class website when available) and assignments from the teacher when absent. 

Late work policy:
Assignments will be accepted after one class period per class period missed. 
Assignments: All assignments will be graded equally. Assignments are due at the beginning of class on the assigned due date. The purpose of homework is to provide students with background information to prepare them for class discussion. Project due dates are firm and not subject to change. (Will discuss more in class.)
Safety Policies

-students must wear safety glasses all times in the wood shop 

-students must pass a written safety test before being allowed to use each machine

-absolutely NO horse-play/demonstrate safety at all times

-absolutely NO yelling/distracting behavior while working

-no open toes shoes are allowed in the work shop

-avoid wearing loose clothing

-remove all jewelry

-report any injuries to the instructor

-tools and machines must be used appropriately

-report any damaged machines or tools to the instructor

SAFETY IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY!

Following Safety Rules

If the student is caught not following safety rules or safety procedures while working in the shop, they will be removed from the class for the remained of the period and will receive a verbal reprimand.  Students caught not following safety rules or safety procedures while working in the shop a second time, will be sent to the office and receive a written referral or detention.  Students removed from class twice may be removed from class permanently.  
Cleaning

Each student is expected to clean up after themselves. There will be a clean up time at the end of each period in which the students will all be assigned specific tasks. The students will need to clean for the whole clean up time until dismissed. The students should NOT use this time to clean themselves off until the shop has been completely cleaned. 

Food & Drinks

There will be no food or drink allowed in the shop/classroom. The only exception to this rule is water. If food or drink is out at anytime in my room it will be taken and the student will not get it back.
Media Devices

The use of Cell Phones, I-Pods, tablets or any other audio/video devices are not allowed at any time. The use of ear phones or speakers of any kind going to the ear is not allowed due to safety reasons. LEAVE CELL PHONES AND LAPTOPS IN YOUR LOCKER.
Lockers 

Each student will be assigned a locker to keep materials and projects in.  Students may supply their own lock if they prefer and must submit combination to the instructor.  If there are any problems with your locker, it is your responsibility to let the teacher know immediately.
